School Security - Keeping the Conant 
Community Safe! 

Be where you are supposed to be!!!

● When you use the restroom, you will have a 
color-coded lanyard to use the closest 
restroom (if you need accommodations, see 
your team room)

● You will need a pass to be in the hallway 
during class periods

● Only during your assigned lunch hours 
common areas do not need a pass: Media 
Center, cafeteria,  atrium

The doors you can use when you

The doors you can use when 
dismissed from school: Door 1, 
Door 25, Door 5 (@3:30)

Do not leave through another exit, an 
alarm will sound.

Door Security

● Never prop open a door
● If you notice a broken or malfunctioning door, 

please inform an adult right away

Attendance



If you are not through the threshold of the classroom 
door when the bell rings, you are considered tardy. 

● Your teacher may have a different definition of 
tardy, such as being in your seat when the bell 
rings.

● If you accumulate too many tardies, you will be 
called to see the Dean and may possibly receive 
consequences.

If you are more than five minutes late to class 
without a pass or your absence is unexcused, you 
are considered truant.

● Truancy means you are technically absent to 
class

● You may lose credit for the days activities
● A call home will be made 

Tardies and Truancies

Tardies and absences could result in consequences such as:

○ Loss of privileges
○ A personalized travel plan in the building
○ Lunch Detention
○ Loss of off campus privileges (upperclassmen)
○ Conference with guardian and administrator

School Security - To Keep YOU Safe! 

See Something - Say Something
● Do not ever let anyone (EVEN THE 

PRINCIPAL) in through a locked door. All staff 
have keys and all visitors need to report to the 
main entrance

● Report anything strange to an adult or team 
room admin or use the safety concern 
app/link

● If you see or hear something, say something 
to a trusted adult . Do not assume that 
someone else will take care of it.

● As much info as possible
● Your name will help an admin get ahold of you 

faster
