Important Dance Information

e Saturday, September 25+ 7:30 p.m.-9:30 p.m.

e Tickets: $15 each, each SHS student may bring one guest.

o Tickets will be on sale through myschoolbucks starting 9/17 through noon on 9/24.
Tickets will be sold in person during lunch hours at school Monday, September 20-
Friday, September 24th. Students who purchase a ticket through myschoolbucks will
need to see the cashier by noon on Friday to pick up their physical tickets.

o Tickets will be sold at the door for $20. Guest tickets will not be sold at the door.

e The dance will take place outside behind Schaumburg High School in the North parking
by the softball field.

o Indoor restrooms will be available to students.

o The VIP parent group will provide a coat check for students and light
refreshments.

o Students will enter the dance by the West Parking lot (near the stadium) and
proceed to the dance.

e Students and guests will need to show an ID and their tickets to enter.

e Students who do not have a ticket will be required to purchase a new ticket.

e Once purchased, tickets cannot be refunded.

e Once the student leaves the dance, they may not re-enter.

Volunteers from the Schaumburg High School VIP Boosters will once again sponsor a
hospitality table and coat check for coats, shoes, and purses.

Rules about Bringing a Guest

SHS students may bring one guest from another school that is under the age of 20. Junior High
age guests are not permitted. If students would like to bring a guest from another school,
they must provide guest information when purchasing their guest ticket. Guest information
will be collected through MySchoolBucks when tickets are purchased online or will be
collected when tickets are purchased in person.

The following information will be collected:

First and last name of the guest

School they attend, and ID number if it is a D211 school

Guest’s phone number and guests’ parent/ guardian phone number
Guest’s birthdate
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*This information must be complete in order to purchase tickets. Guest tickets will only be
available through noon on Friday, September 24«



Dress Code Expectations for Semi-Formal Dances

o Students have requested that the attire for the dance remain semi-formal.

e Due to the dance being outside, we ask that students be mindful of the weather and dress
accordingly. Students will only be allowed inside to use the restrooms.

o In the past students have chosen to take their shoes off. Because the dance is taking place in
the parking lot, we do not recommend this. If students chose to take off their dress shoes,
we suggest they bring gym shoes or other sturdy shoes to wear, as flip flops do not protect
their feet if stepped on.

Expectations for Student Dancing

e All students attending a dance sponsored by Schaumburg High School acknowledge
that it is a school-related event, and all school rules apply.

o Students are expected to dance in a respectable manner. Dancing that is inappropriate or
that creates unsafe conditions is not allowed.

e The administration reserves the right to remove any student from a dance for any type of
behavior that is deemed inappropriate.

e Guests that are removed from any dance, for any reason, may jeopardize attendance at
future school events. Students will not be eligible for a ticket refund should they be
excused from the dance for disciplinary reasons.
