Title I teacher assistants (T.A. 's) in the Math and English 

Department are util ized in the tutoring centers and classrooms. 
Teacher assistants provide a supportive environment in which 

students may complete homework, study for tests, and receive 

l iteracy support across the curriculum. Classroom teacher 

assistants support students in all targeted courses. T.A. ’s allow 

for differentiated instruction by providing small group and 

individual reinforcement. They also emphasize reading and 

math comprehension strategies, writing skil ls , and 

organizational methods to ensure the overall academic success
