Juniors are preparing to take the state-funded SAT on Tuesday, April 9, 2019. The SAT is required for receipt of a regular high school diploma.
Because SAT will be administered as the state assessment in high school, it fulfills the requirement of the Illinois School Code that students
take the state assessment in order to receive a regular high school diploma, unless eligible to take the alternative assessment or otherwise
exempt from testing. The SAT is used by many colleges and universities as an entrance assessment.
