Community Engagement session for the Student Readiness Plan was held on
September 27 for parents and the community.

What is Academic Readiness?

Academic Readiness captures traditional measures of student performance in
school such as grades and credits earned. Students can track their status
relative to unweighted Grade Point Average (GPA), weighted GPA, early college
credits, standardized test scores, and high school credits earned. Academic
Readiness data is automatically uploaded to the Student Readiness Plan from

Infinite Campus. Students can set personal goals for various elements using the
