Problems Grounded in Real-World Context
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Students are asked to engage with 

questions that:

► Directly relate to the work performed in 
college and career

► Include charts, graphs, and passages 
likely to be encountered in science, 
social science, and other majors and 
careers

► Feature multistep applications to solve 
problems in science, social science, 
career scenarios, and other real-life 
contexts



Analysis in Science and 

in History/Social Studies
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Students apply their reading, writing, 
language, and math skills to answer 
questions in science, history, and social 
studies contexts.
